Step 1

Clean Valves

Dirt contamination can cause the release valve or check valve to close improperly. In order to inspect the valves,
follow these steps:

1. Remove the E-Ring on the foot pedal with a small screwdriver.

2. Remove the rod.

3. Lift the foot pedal off the unit.

4. Remove the paddle and top of the manifold block on top of the valve area.

5. Remove the release valve (part # 9200101-181) and inspect it for '\/.) F
any dirt or contamination. |
6. If foreign matter is found, clean the valve and reassemble the
components making sure that each component is placed correctly. Check Valve gx\ Release Valve

NOTE: Check to make sure that the ball is seated properly in the Part # Y Part #
release valve. 9200101-182 , 9200101181

7. Remove the check valve (part # 9200101-182) and inspect it for any
dirt or contamination.

8. If foreign matter is found, clean the valve and reassemble the
components making sure that each component is placed correctly.

Step 2
Clean Ports
1. Be sure to inspect the valve port for contamination.

NOTE: When reassembling be sure to place all valve components 1(5-8)
in their correct positions.

NOTE: Always perform this procedure in a clean, dry place where
additional contaminants will not enter the system.

Step 3
Lubricate Valve Area

Add lubricating oil to the valve port before putting valves back
to pump.

By adding oil you are removing air from the system. Pump will
function properly after proper assembly. \

There are 2 ways to add oil:

1. Adding lubricating oil from the top.
a) Add lubricating oil to the valve port from the top of the

pump.

2. Adding lubricating oil from the bottom. 2 (1)
a) Remove the 6 hex screws on the top of the pump manifold.
b) Remove the manifold block from the reservoir.
c) Carefully remove the C-clamp and filter to let air out. Then add lubricating oil to the bottom valve port.
d) Put all components back to its position, and securely screw together.
